What is the target number of participants that the Grants Programmes is expected to reach?

920

What size of organisation can apply for a Grant

Any small Voluntary/Community Sector organisation can apply for a grant. As a guide “small” organisations should have no more than 50 staff.

Can a grant be used to re fund an existing project. 

No, projects need to be new and innovative.

Can I make a partnership with my local college?

Partnerships are actively encouraged, but your Towpath Grant Money must NOT go to the college.

Can I redesign my project half way through if its not going too well?

Yes, but any fundamental changes would have to be agreed.


How many participants do I have to put through my project?

If your programme makes excellent interventions and progressions, its quality not quantity that counts. However, we would expect that the numbers of participants be in proportion to the size of the grant. 

Is it possible for a Mini-Consortium to apply for a Grant?

Yes, however, there must be one clear, lead organisation and maximum grant size applies. 

Can I go to another provider for my Pttls Course?

No, the Preparing to Teach in the Life Long Learning Sector Course is being run at GMCVO. 

How soon after my application is successful, will I get the money.

You will be notified within 7 days after the panel has met to let you know if you have been successful. Soon after that, you will be invited to an induction session and you cheque will be available at this session. 

Can I use my own publicity materials.

Yes, but publicity must include the current ESF and LSC logos and all publicity (including website information) must be OK’s by the LSC.
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
